The existential problems in the world
which threaten our integrity as human be-
ings in many ways make the search for
heart forces or profound inner morality
ever more urgent. The intense longing for
the spirit, which often goes unnoticed or
i1s even silenced, has not abated and has
lost nothing of its significance since the
appearance of anthroposophy in history.

The solemn act celebrated by Rudolf
Steiner at the Goetheanum at Christmas
1923, with those who gathered around
him in the Schreinerei, clearly holds a re-
sponse to this longing — and yet, it was
very different from any of the events of
the preceding decade. While there was a
spiritual aspect to the laying of the — cop-
per and pyrite — Foundation Stone on 20
September 1913, something entirely new
emerged during the Christmas Confer-
ence of 1923/1924. For the very first time,
Rudolf Steiner spoke the words which he
would repeat in the days that followed,
varying their order and rhythm. He spoke
the whole verse again at the end of the
conference, but this time as a meditation
in four parts. For Easter 1924 he arranged
for the Foundation Stone Meditation to be
performed in eurythmy. The meditation
bears within it a summary and an extract
of the whole of anthroposophy.

With this annual conference we will
try to come closer to this spiritual proc-
ess and strive spiritually to find it within
us, hoping to contribute in this way to the
future development of anthroposophy.
